1 When you turn off the Saintfield Road you will enter the main gates of 

Knockbracken Healthcare Park. 
 

 
 

2 Just past the gates you will notice the site map to the left- hand side, you will

3 Follow the sign that takes you to ‘Donard’. 

 
 

4 You will then drive up a hill until you see a sign which is numbered 1 with

6 When you enter the grounds you will see a car park (follow red arrow)  

If you need lift access we will meet you at the side door (blue arrow). Please ring 

02890 401729 and let us know you have arrived. This is a shared access point, a 

member of the Autism NI team will meet you and accompany you to the training 

room via the lift. 

 

 
 

7 Our main entrance is just around from the Autism NI sign, you will see a mural 

created by autistic children. 

 



 

 

8 Enter through the doors and walk up the stairs. 

    
9 When you get to the top of the stairs, there is a door to gain access to the 

building. This door is usually locked, please ring the buzzer on the right and a staff 

member will let you in.
