Autism NI (2008) have identified a 

need for regional research which 

documents the specific experiences 

of families in N. Ireland given:  

i. recent findings  that demonstrate 

that families of children/young peo-

ple with autism experience greater 

stress than families experiencing any 

other form of disability  

ii. the additional stresses and trauma 

experienced by families in the 

north/N. Ireland as a consequence 

of political conflict and trauma over 

the last 40 years  

Therefore, how families are re-

sponding to this combination of 

stressors, both chronic and acute, 

and the support they need requires 

urgent study. The effects of trauma 

are being increasingly recognised by 

advances in practice and neurosci-

ence particularly at the level of the 

individual nervous system/memory/

functioning of the mind and body, 

though insufficient research has 

been carried out in the context of 

autism in N. Ireland.  

Part One:  

This aspect of the research will be 

carried out with parents and carers 

and is focussing on the unique and 

complex challenges and effect of 

having a child with ASD or living with 

ASD.  The research is particularly 

focussing on the traumatic impact of 

living with the effects of ASD and 

examining what effect living in such 

a state of reactive readiness 24:7 

has on parents/carers. By collating 

the testimony from parents we will 

also be able to look at what creates 

or aids resilience for parents. In this 

way we will learn how best to support 

families affected by ASD.  

Part Two:  

This aspect of the research recog-

nises that if you work as a profes-

sional with people affected by 

trauma then there is potential for 

ôvicarious traumaõ. Many profession-

als experience some parents as being  

challenging to work with.  The gaps in 

services and the desperation of par-

ents often combine to leave profes-

sionals feeling battered, over-

whelmed, helpless and potentially 

burnt out. By focussing on the im-

pact of working with families we can 

understand how best to work with 

families, how to limit the potential 

for vicarious trauma, and how to 

build resilience in ourselves and in 

families.  

The first part of the research will 

be carried out with some of the Au-

tism NI Branch Network. Group and 

individual family meetings will be 

taking place between February ð 

September 2009 to find out what 

helps quality of life and what does-

nõt, and to identify clearly what spe-

cific supports families need in rela-

tion to autism.  This will include ex-

ploring what people find challenging, 

what is available, what is missing, as 

well as what keeps you/your family 

going.   

All the branch/group meetings will 

be facilitated by Dr Rosie Burrows, a 

psychotherapist with a background in 

working with families and groups on 

trauma, who is also a researcher, and 

will aim to create with the group, a 

supportive environment for explora-

tion and discussion.  

This research is set in the context 

of the community of Northern Ire-

land, which has been affected to 

varying degrees with the trauma of 

the conflict. The affects of trauma 

can be accumulative and therefore it 

is of interest to understand our 

overall resilience, what we feel 

threatened by and how we can grow 

and recover. The research will be 

published and used to influence the 

field of autism. Autism NI welcomes 

and invites your participation 

through focus groups and an email 

questionnaire.
